Call to Order 

The Regular Meeting of the Flint Public Library Board of Trustees was held on September 13, 2010. 

The Trustees meeting was officially called to order by L. Gianni at 7:00 pm. 

Signing of Bills 

Bills were signed by the Trustees in attendance and returned to Adele Carter. 

Approval of Minutes of August 9, 2010 

Motion by B. Kirwan to approve the 8/9/10 meeting minutes, as presented. Second by M. Stankus. 

Motion carried 4-0-0. 

Annie Wilton: Friends of the Flint 

A. Wilton reported that the Friends of the Flint held a meeting last week. They signed up 8 more Friends 

of the Flint over the summer and received 2 corporate matching gifts. The next meeting is scheduled for 

October 13, at which time a new board will be voted on. She noted that there are still a couple of 

vacancies that need to be filled. She also updated the Trustees on the Annual Book Sale. It is the feeling 

of the Friends of the Flint that last year’s format was so successful that it should be repeated again this 

year. Preview night is scheduled for October 22nd. The Book Sale will take place during the Pumpkin 

Festival on Saturday, October 23, from 10:00 am – 2:00 pm. 

Trustees Report 

Board Reorganization - With L. Gianni’s departure, the Trustees needed to appoint a new Chair. 

Motion by B. Kirwan to nominate Mary Ann Erickson as new Chair of the Flint Public Library 

Board of Trustees. Second by Melissa Stankus. Motion carried 4-0-0. 

M.A. Erickson will also continue to serve as Treasurer of the Board. 

Luncheon Planning – L. Gianni pointed out that this is the time of year the Board typically sets dates 

and starts plans for the holiday luncheons for both the volunteers and the staff. After some discussion, it 

was decided that the Volunteer Luncheon will be held on Tuesday, November 9, at 11:30 am at the 

library. Lunch will consist of lobster, crab, or Caesar chicken salad rolls. J. Gallerie will coordinate the 

food choices. 

The Staff Luncheon will be held on Tuesday, December 21, at 12 noon. Details will be discussed at a 

future meeting. 

Treasurer’s Report – M. A. Erickson did not have a report to present this month. 

Motion by B. Kirwan to table the Treasurer’s Report until the next meeting. Second by M. Stankus. 

Motion carried 4-0-0. 

Director’s Report 

Circulation and Budget Reports - A. Carter distributed circulation and budget reports for review 

and discussion. 

Building Update - A. Carter updated the Trustees on the status of some areas of the building that 

are having issues. August storms presented a few roof leaks, including (it seems) from both flashing 

and membrane. Crocker Architectural, the subcontractor, has been apprised of roofing issues on 

numerous occasions. A. Carter awaits a response. Because the warranties run out on October 8, 

2010, Town Counsel is now involved. 

A new low bidder, Strength in Concrete, has been hired as the contractor for the front stairs. They 

appear to be having trouble getting the granite. The Architect finally reached Swenson’s (the granite 

company) today. Should have an answer in about a week. The laminate on the exterior of the 

emergency doors on the East side of the building is stripping. The Building Commissioner 

recommends fiberglass doors. A. Carter is obtaining prices. 

M. Stankus asked about the progress with the soundproofing in the Children’s Room. A. Carter 

responded that the project is in flux due to an issue over funding. On October 13, she will attend the 

Friends of the Flint meeting and ask again for funding approval. 

Website Update - A. Carter reported that both Justin Liberti and Loretta Johnson have been trained 

to work on the library’s web site. Justin has already made some changes and continues to work on 

it. The minutes for the July and August Trustees Meetings, as well as today’s Agenda, have been 

posted to the site. 

Other - L. Gianni wants to donate an electric fireplace and fireplace tools to the library. This would be 

put in the fireplace of the Trustees Room. The Trustees walked up to the room to look at it, and 

everyone thought it was a great addition to the room. 

Motion by M. A. Erickson to accept with thanks the gift of the fireplace and tools from L. Gianni. 

Second by M. Stankus. Motion carried 4-0-0. 

A Carter announced that a dedication ceremony for the new Shirley Raynard Pathway and Raynard Way 

will be held in conjunction with the Board of Selectmen meeting on Tuesday, 9/21 at 6:30 pm. Signs 

will be unveiled behind the Library. A. Carter thought it would be nice if the Trustees attend. 

With L. Gianni’s departure, there is now a vacancy on the Board of Trustees. She suggested that if any 

of the current Trustees knows someone who might be interested, they should send a letter to the Board of 

Selectmen. This position will be effective until May 2011, at which time the candidate will be asked to 

run for a two-year term to complete Lois’ three-year term. 

A. Carter informed the Trustees that she has Jury Duty on October 13, 2010.

The next meeting of the Board of Trustees of the Flint Public Library will be on Tuesday, October 

12, 2010 at 7:00 p.m.

There being no further business, M. Stankus moved to adjourn the meeting at 8:09 pm. Motion
